Saturday’s are all about kids with workshops, readings and activities with Marie 
Murdoch and Ruth Paul. These programmes give children a fun introduction to 
writing poems and illustrating books - including a chance to become a published 
author in the Picture Poem Postcard competition. 
 
There’s also the rare opportunity to join acclaimed author Margaret Mahy for a 
storytelling session or take part in an illustration workshop with David Elliot in one of 
the many fabulous programmes over the school holidays. 
 
With so many events to choose from, Sampler Season will not only tickle your 
creative taste buds, it will fill up your calendar for the next 6 weeks.
